Student Support Procedures

1. Students can report to any adult, either orally, or by filling out an incident report.

2. Oral reporting will be followed by either:

a. Adult asks student to fill out incident report

b. Adult notifies Student Support personnel

3. Student Support team member, Laurie Zic enters incident report information into database and assigns case to Student Support personnel.

4. Student Support personnel either has all involved students and any witnesses fill out incident reports (if none have been received) and interviews all involved students, and any witnesses.  

5. Disciplinary measures, if any, are decided based on the infraction, past discipline measures, and extenuating circumstances.

7. Student Support personnel aid in preventative measures through the use of adult mediation, behavior plans, classroom observations, classroom discipline management plans, bullying prevention, community service opportunities, partnering with parents, as well as referrals to counseling, peer mediation, academic counseling, and mentoring.

Olweus Bullying Prevention Program Scope 

Backed by thirty-five years of research and successful, worldwide implementation, the Olweus Bullying Prevention Program is a long-term, system-wide program for change involving program components at four levels: 
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+ Establish a Bullying Prevention Coordinating Comittee.
+ Conduct committee and staff trainings.

+ Administer the Olweus Bullying Questionnaire schoolwide.
+ Hold staff discussion group meetings.

+ Introduce the school rules against bullying.

+ Review and refine the school's supervisory system.

+ Hold a school kick-off event to launch the program.

+ Involve parents.

Individual-Level Components

+ Supervise students’ activities.
+ Ensure that all staff intervene on the spot when bullying occurs.
+ Hold meetings with students involved in bullying.

+ Hold meetings with parents of involved students.

+ Develop individual intervention plans for involved students.

Classroom-Level Components

+ Post and enforce schoolwide rules against bullying.
+ Hold regular class meetings.
+ Hold meetings with students’ parents.

Community-Level Components

+ Involve community members on the Bullying Prevention
Coordinating Committee.

+ Develop partnerships with community members to support your
school’s program.

+ Help to spread anti-bullying messages and principles of best practice

The Olweus Bullying Prevention Program is designed and researched for students in elementary, middle, and junior high schools. Many schools have included Kindergarten-Grade 2 in their Olweus programs. Some high schools have also used the program to address bullying behavior. The program offers a wide range of benefits for schools as well as benefits for other institutions. 

Olweus Bullying Prevention Program at The Renaissance Charter School
The Renaissance Charter School has piloted The Olweus Bullying Prevention Program for grades 5 through 8.  However, all teachers have received Olweus Bullying Prevention Program training.  At the school wide level, all components have been implemented in the 5-8 classes.  All components except questionnaire and kick off event have been implemented in the k-4 and 9-12 classes.  At the classroom level, in second grade, bullying prevention lessons have been given, describing bullying, types of bullying, affects of bullying, rules of bullying prevention program, school expectations, and consequences for both upholding and for breaking bullying prevention rules.  Class meetings have not yet been implemented in k-4 or 9-12.   Class meetings will take be implemented for 5-4 this spring.
