Dear Renaissance Families and Friends,

Yesterday was a true Renaissance day, the kind that embodies the civic-minded
values our school has upheld since its founding. Nearly 400 students in Grades 6-
11 led by their Advisory teachers volunteered at more than a dozen NYC
locations. They cleaned up city beaches and parks in the Bronx, Manhattan,
Brooklyn, and Queens, provided meals to the elderly, co-taught our PreK and
Kindergarteners, and attended to rescue animals in need. For example, Rebekah
Slotnick’s group prepped and served lunch to 140 people, then stocked and
distributed groceries at Trinity's Services and Food for the Homeless on East
9th Street in Manhattan. “It was hard work, but we made the world a little
kinder, a little gentler today,” said Slotnick, a drama and creative expression
teacher who's been at Renaissance for more than 20 years. "By the end of the
day, the students were ebullient; they could not stop smiling... even while wearing
aprons and hairnets.”

Ayer fue un verdadero dia renacentista, del tipo que encarna los valores civicos
que nuestra escuela ha defendido desde su fundacién. Casi 400 estudiantes en
los grados 6-11 dirigidos por sus maestros asesores se ofrecieron como
voluntarios en mas de una docena de ubicaciones en la ciudad de Nueva York. Los
nino/as de Renaissance limpiaron las playas y los parques de la ciudad en el
Bronx, Manhattan, Brooklyn y Queens, proporcionaron comidas a los ancianos y a
las personas sin hogar, ensefiaron juntos a nuestros nifios de prekinder y jardin
de infantes y ayudaron a rescatar animales necesitados. Por ejemplo, el grupo de
Rebekah Slotnick preparo y sirvid el almuerzo a 140 personas, luego abastecio y
distribuyé comestibles en Trinity's Services and Food for the Homeless en
East 9th Street en Manhattan. “Fue un trabajo arduo, pero hoy hicimos que el
mundo sea un poco mas amable, un poco mas gentil”, dijo Slotnick, profesora de
expresion creativa y teatro que ha estado en Renaissance durante mas de 20
anos. “Al final del dia, los estudiantes estaban entusiasmados; no podian dejar de
sonreir... incluso con delantales y redecillas para el cabello”.
